Headline:  More than a TCEQ seminar – a wealth of experience shared 
Unified Services of Texas, Inc., Southlake Texas:  Marshall Ryan, President, Unified Services of Texas, Inc. (UST) was a speaker and instructor at the  UST Management and Compliance Seminar recently held at the Marriott North in Roundrock, Texas on December 11th.  This is an annual event sponsored by Texas Commission of Environmental Quality Control (TCEQ), Industry Council on the Environment (ICE), Texas Association of Storage Tank Professionals (TASTP) and Texas Petroleum Marketers and Convenience Store Association (TPCA).  Mr. Ryan’s session addressed Automatic Tank Gauging (ATG) and Inventory Control.  The intent of the presentation was to educate tank owners and operators of the proper use of  ATG’s and Inventory Control as the preferred method to comply with the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and TCEQ’s Release Detection method for Underground Storage Tanks (UST) and product lines utilizing Monthly Monitoring.  Utilizing the ATG gives the Owner/Operator the advantage of computer technology to gather data from the tank inventory levels and the product volumes sold at the pump to assist in daily inventory reconciliation to enable the Owner/Operator to readily detect a leak in the system.  Monthly Monitoring is required by law which can be accomplished utilizing various methods; one of which is Automatic Tank Gauging and Inventory Control.

Mr. Ryan’s work in the area of storage tank construction spans more than twenty years.  As owner and president of UST, Marshall’s commitment and involvement in the industry continues to grow. His contributions as a member of TCEQ, ICE, TASTP and TPCA are many and varied, ranging from chair of committees to instructor and presenter at Industry invents.  

While the primary business of Unified Services of Texas continues to be construction, maintenance, and testing of underground and aboveground storage tank systems, the company has diversified to include a utility construction division and a division specializing in cleaning of equipment using dry-ice blasting.  

The Utility Division was a natural segue from the core business. UST was already involved in construction and utility work.  Research was conducted to determine if a need existed for a division that would provide utility construction work independent of storage tank construction. The answer was yes and a plan was developed.  This division is up and running with a growing number of contracts for work into 2008.

Similarly, opportunity was identified for cleaning of equipment using dry ice.  Certain types of equipment that require periodic cleaning are not candidates for traditional blasting methods because they are too abrasive or messy.  Many of these situation are however well suited for dry ice blasting; this lead to the establishment of CryoBlast, a division specializing in cleaning using dry ice blasting.  This is a less abrasive method and leaves little residue from the process as the ice evaporates leaving only the material removed to be disposed.  

His diversified background and experience enables Mr. Ryan to bring a great deal more to seminar presentations affording attendees a wider business perspective on the topics being addressed and how they relate to the bigger picture.
